THELORDSDAY AT HOMLE

If you are housebound or self-isolating at this time, please use
these readings to unite yourself with the worship of the
Universal Church, and your own Parish, this Sunday. If alone,
read or say these readings quietly to yourself. If with another,
or in a family, someone should read the Gospel, and others
respond. It might be suitable to find a special, quiet place at
home for your Sunday prayers.

Gospel Mark 1:7-11
In the course of his preaching John the Baptist said:
‘Someone is following me, someone who is more powerful
thanlam, and | am not fit to kneel down and undo the strap
of his sandals. | have baptised you with water, but he will
baptise you with the Holy Spirit.” It was at this time that
Jesus came from Nazareth in Galilee and was baptised in the
Jordan by John. No sooner had he come up out of the water
than he saw the heavens torn apart and the Spirit, like a
dove, descending on him. And a voice came from heaven,
‘You are my Son, the Beloved; my favour rests on you.’

Reflection

This is a powerful reading, describing a moment when God’s
plan is revealed in the most dramatic way: the “heavens are
torn open”, the Spirit is revealed as a dove, and the Father’s
voice thunders from the opened heavens! Our own baptism
was probably less dramatic! And yet, it was the same: Divine
power poured from heaven to touch you: the Spirit of God
descended, and the voice of the Father spoke in that moment
to say of you, “You are my daughter, my son, the beloved.”
How do we live up to the gift God has given us in baptism?

With your sensitivity and sympathy, and your power of understanding, you alone can release me from my
shallow world of uncertainty. It will not be easy for you. The nearer you approach me, the blinder | may strike
back. But I'm told that Love is stronger than strong walls, and in this lies my only hope. Please try to beat down
these walls with firm hands, but gentle hands, for a child is very sensitive. Who am |, you wonder. | am every
man you meet, and also every woman that you meet. And | am you, also.
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
