Catholic Trivia - Did you know?
“Fingers crossed” - Making the sign of the cross
with our fingers to avert bad luck. | “Short
shrift” - This saying is still often used, when but
little time is allowed to carry something out.

“shrive”, meaning to go to confession and
receive absolution. When a criminal was going
to be executed he was allowed just time enough
to make his confession and receive absolution,
before he died.
